Recommendations of the DRC made in its meeting held on 12-01-2023 regarding
change/modification in the Ph.D. course work of Department of Punjabi.

As per the Notification (Amendment to Ordinance dated 09.08.2017) issued by Research
Council, University of Delhi, the overall minimum credits (1 credit=25 Marks) assigned to Ph.D.
course is not less than 08 credits and more then 16 credits. In compliance to the said
notification the DRC of the Department of Punjabi unanimously decided to keep 16 credits (400
marks) for the completion of the course. The details are given below-

Total Credits=16 (25X16=400 marks)

1. Research Methodology (C-1) = 4 credits
2. Literary Theories (C-2) = 4 credits
3. Ethics in Research (C-3) = 4 credits
C-1+C-2+C-3= 4+4+4=12 credits (25X12=300 marks)
4. One Optional Paper (C-4)
4 credits (25X4=100 marks)

Ph.D. Course Work in Punjabi

4 credits/100 marks are assigned for each paper. There are three common papers (C-1, C-
2, C-3) assigning 12 credits/300 marks.

4 credits/100 marks will be assigned for elective papers (C-4) to be chosen from a pool of
10 options available for students.

All research scholars of Ph.D. courses are required to complete the course work within
initial 2 semesters.

Every research scholar admitted to Ph.D. courses must obtain 55% marks in order to be
eligible to submit the thesis.

The minimum percentage of attendance during the course work will be two-third of the
total lectures delivered during the course work.

Research scholars shall be required to participate in all the seminars/lectures arranged in
the department during the course work.

As per the UGC regulations 2016, Ph.D programme shall be for a minimum duration of
three (3) years from the date of registration, including course work and up to a maximum
of six years.
